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the species of reptiles and their habitat. In this case, both language and content
teachers can organize a visit to the local zoo, giving pupils small brochures with
brief descriptions of the reptiles they are going to see in English.

Each person has a unique mindset and cultural background, which is reflected
in his/her attitude towards life. Hence, the role of teacher in identifying the type of
intelligence is extremely crucial and can be achieved through specially designed
MI tests and personal conversation.
