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METAPHORIC CONCEPTUALIZATION OF SPACE IN THE AUSTRALIAN
ENGLISH WORLDVIEW OF THE EARLY TWENTY-FIRST CENTURY

The article is devoted to studying key conceptual metaphors involved in conceptualizing space in the Australian
English worldview of the early twenty-first century. The study analyzed conceptual metaphors representing space in the
early twenty-first century in media texts, tourist blogs, and advertising texts.

The continuities were established, and innovations were identified in the conceptualization of space in the Australian
English worldview of the early twenty-first century in relation to the late eighteenth- to early-twentieth-century worldview.
It was found that the conceptual structure was reorganized, and we showed which irrelevant components were lost, which
elements were expanded, and what new components were added.

Most conceptual metaphors used to represent space were preserved compared to the Australian English worldview of
the late eighteenth and early twentieth centuries. The universal perception of space in terms of the container metaphor
continues. Australia is metaphorically identified with paradise, a flowering garden, a building, and a human being.
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Geographical space is still represented in terms of its social development. Australia is being metaphorically profiled as
an increasingly «owny space.

An innovation is the metaphorical conceptualization of Australia and its cities as dishes, which emphasizes the
importance of the human factor in space utilization. Conceptual metaphors new to the Australian English worldview of
the early twenty-first century are also identified to represent the Australian outback as a container, a human being, and
an untamed wild animal. This metaphorical understanding of the territory can be explained by the special status of the

Australian outback as a specific, unique, and still little-explored space.
Elements of various cultural codes are used for metaphorical transfers: actionable, anthropomorphic, biological,
vegetative, gastronomic, spiritual, zoomorphic, culinary, mythical, orientation, object, natural-landscape, somatic, social.
