Abstract. In the qualification master's thesis the research of the influence of
international labor migration and re-emigration on the economic development of
the country was carried out. The evolution of labor migration theories has been
investigated to find out the essence of migration in different historical periods of
civilizational development. Migration and remigration trends at national and
global levels are analyzed. The benefits and threats of labor migration for the
recipient and donor countries have been highlighted and its impact on national and
global economic development has been analyzed. The peculiarities of returning
migrant workers to their country of origin are revealed. The factors influencing the
process of re-emigration are identified, as well as the possibilities of using the
potential of re-emigrants for the development of small and medium-sized business
in Ukraine are characterized. It is argued that the effectiveness of the migrant
return policy will increase when it is shaped in the context of the country's socio-
economic policy component.
